At Glebe Farm School, we aim to enrich students’ education by providing meaningful learning
experiences both inside and outside the classroom.

This year, the History Department is pleased to offer Year 9 students the opportunity to join our
Battlefields residential to Ypres and the French—Belgian border from Tuesday 3rd June to Thursday
5th June. This trip was originally organised for Year 8, but due to a number of remaining places, we
are now able to extend the invitation to Year 9. There are 21 additional places available.
The purpose of the trip is to deepen students’ understanding of the First World War. During our time
abroad, students will explore:
e Life in the trenches and what soldiers experienced day-to-day
e Key battles of WW1 and how they were fought
e The diversity of the British Army, including the contribution of soldiers from across the
Empire
This visit promises to be both exciting and highly meaningful. Although Year 9 studied aspects of the
First World War previously, this trip will offer them a unique and powerful opportunity to revisit and
strengthen their learning by engaging directly with historical sites and stories.
The estimated cost of the trip is £450 per student, which includes travel, accommodation, entry to
sites and meals (full details will follow).
Please note:
e Students will need a valid passport, any required visas, and an EHIC (European Health
Insurance Card).
e Asthere are only 21 places available, we strongly encourage early registration to avoid
disappointment.
We hope many of our Year 9 students will take up this valuable opportunity.
